NEW BRITAIN — Located at
185 Main St., Suite 423, the
Greater New Britain Chamber of
Commerce has been the voice
of business owners in the city
for over a century.

“In general terms, the cham-
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ber offers many benefits,” said
President Timothy Stewart, a
New Britain native and former
mayor.

Those benefits include
competitive health insurance
programs; networking events;

“We've (the group of officials
and business owners) all said
that we’re going to continue
these efforts regardless of if we
get the continuation of funding
for this grant,” Stewart told The
Herald.
